The daily life of a Palestinian family
in the West Bank is related through
flashes by one of its members, Samir,
11 years old, who is sent to an Israeli
hospital (which he calls "the Jew's
hospital") for surgery, and dreads
it. The main plot takes place in the
children's ward, room number 6, where
Samir meets the devoted staff and 4
Israeli children who have their own
medical and life problems.

Samir has to get by with the little
Hebrew he knows, while waiting for an
American surgeon. He is amazed at the
quantity and strangeness of the food,
puzzled by the comfort and the games,
and lonely for his parents who cannot
visit him because of the curfew. Samir
has never met Jewish children before. He
dreads Tzahi, a hyperactive boy whose
brother is a soldier (and who suffers
from a mysterious problem concerned
with peeing), is secretly attracted to
Ludmilla who longs for her homeland
Russia and refuses to eat and he is
curious about Razia, who won't accord
her father a visit. But most of all, it
will be Yonatan, the astronomer's son,
who will be the one to introduce him to
the stars and take him on a journey to
Mars, where the two friends will make
the first steps in adapting the planet
for human use.
